An Inquiry into the Distribution of genitive/simple Form
of NP Preceding Another NP

Abstract

We often see an expression which uses a simple form of an NP instead of using
a genitive form before another NP, We normally expect a genitive form in the place
before an NP; nevertheless, we have very many examples of a simple form NP there.
In this paper, I make inquiries as to which form a preceding NP has a tendency to take
in accordance with the kind of a preceding NP and, next, I do the same in accordance
with the kind of an NP as a headword. The used materials are 758 genitive form NP’s
and 2666 simple form NP’s I have collected from mainly newspapers published in the
U. S. recently.

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On the Structure of Discourse Deletion

in Question-Answer Pairs

Takashi MATSUNA

Abstract

In English, certain constituents can be deleted when the condition of discourse
recoverability is met. These discourse deletion phenomena have been broadly in-
vestigated for the past years by Kuno. Assuming that it is not possible to delete a
constituent which conveys important information while retaining constituents which
convey less important information, he proposes the Pecking Order of Deletion Prin-
ciple.

This principle has some problems. First; it is not supported by a certain, more
general principle which explains why deleted sentences which violate the principle
become unacceptable. Secondly, it does not explain comprehensively the phenomena
mentioned above, so it is coupled with another discourse principle, namely the Active
and Passive Discourse-Rule Violations Principle. Thirdly, There is a discourse
deletion phenomenon of which Kuno’s explanation is hard to accept.

In this paper, therefore, I will explain the acceptability of deleted sentences in
question-answer pairs in terms of “structural parallelism”, which is based on relative
degrees of “definiteness” of constituents in these sentences, and seems to be the basis
for the acceptability of such sentences.

The aim of the present article is to clarify the structure and function of simile
sentences. The structure consists of a topic element, a focus element, a simile element
and a mark of subjectivity, and the first three elements make a certain relation of
hierarchy.
